Basketball Division Guidelines
Junior Division (11 & 12 year olds)
Game Length: 36 minutes; 4 – 9 minute quarters, 3 minute breaks
Overtime: 5 minutes; Double Overtime 3 minutes

Running time with the exception of the last 2 minutes of 2nd and 4th quarter.
One time out per quarter
No 3 point field goals

Back Court – yellow lines (GFMS courts) will be enforced

6 Personal Fouls (foul out)
Bonus at 10 team fouls per half (1 and 1). No Double bonus.
Full court press allowed if team is down by any amount; team may press if up by 4 points; all pressing allowed only in last 2 minutes of 2nd and 4th quarter.
Teams of 7: If a team is only able to field 4 players for a game then the game may be played 4 on 4 if the opposing coach agrees to do so.  If not the game must be played 5 on 4.
If a team starts with 5 players (no bench players) and a player fouls out the player will remain in and the game will be played 5 on 5.  Any additional fouls committed by the fouled out player will be a Technical Foul (2 shots by any player on the court and the team retains the ball).

Minor Division (9 & 10 year olds)
Game Length: 32 minutes; 4 – 8 minute quarters, 3 minute breaks
Overtime: 5 minutes; Double Overtime 3 minutes

Running time with exception of last 2 minutes of 2nd half
Foul shots taken even from 1st box from key

One time out per quarter (does not carry over)
No 3 point field goals

No Back Court Violation
3 personal fouls per quarter (must sit remainder of quarter)
No bonus
No full court press

Minor and Junior Division Playing Time
Each player is expected to play approximately ½ of the game (equal to 2 quarters).  Coaches are expected to do their best to make sure that players receive the minimum playing time.  This does not mean that players will play entire quarters but rather the sum total of their time on the court will equal approximately 2 quarters of play.  Not playing all players the minimum playing time is unacceptable, especially in the case where it is done to increase the chance of winning.  This does not mean that all players will receive equal playing time.  Coaches may play some players more than others and during more crucial/pivotal times during the game.
Additionally players who miss practice time and/or games may not receive the minimum playing time.  This is at the coaches’ discretion and is done to be fair to players to have attended practices and games.
