ZBA-23-022  Area Variance for 4 ft. side, 9 ft. from existing dwelling, 12 ft. rear for a pre-existing pool.  Tax Map # 22.58-1-21

ZBA-23-024  Area Permit to convert a commercial building (#433) into two residential apartments.  
Tax Map # 33.14-1-6.
The applicant’s representative said that the applicant wanted to convert a building in the rear of the property from a commercial building to a residential building.  The applicant has been trying to rent the building out for retail with no success and said that he felt that, due to the economy, it would be more practical to make the building residential.
